Nathan Gerry was selected by the 
Eagles in the 5th round (184th overall) 
of the 2017 NFL Draft following an 
impressive collegiate career as a safety 
at the University of Nebraska. Gerry, 
who converted to linebacker when he 
was drafted by Philadelphia, totaled 
273 tackles (163 solo), 19.0 TFL, 19 PDs, 
13 INTs, 3 FFs and 2.0 sacks in 50 games 
(40 starts) with the Cornhuskers. As a 
senior in 2016, the South Dakota native 
was a Bednarik Award semifinalist, 
earned All-America recognition and 
was named first-team All-Big Ten.

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS
■■ Named a Bednarik Award semifinalist, 

earned All-America recognition and 
was named first-team All-Big Ten 
following a strong senior season in 
2016. Helped the Huskers rank among 
the nation’s most improved defenses

■■ Played in 11 games (all starts) as a 
senior and finished 2nd on the team 
with 74 tackles (47 solo). Had six games 
with at least 7 tackles, including a pair 
of 9-tackle performances. Added 4 INTs 
for the third-consecutive season

■■ Started every game as a junior in 2015 
and led the Huskers with 79 tackles (40 
solo) and 4 INTs. Posted eight outings 
with at least 6 tackles. Voted third-team 
All-Big Ten by the media

■■ Earned Honorable Mention All-Big Ten 
accolades from the league’s coaches 
as a sophomore in 2014. Started every 
game and led Nebraska with a career-
high 5 INTs, all in Big Ten games

■■ Capped the regular season with a 
career-high 15 tackles and an INT 
at Iowa (11/28/14) to earn Big Ten 
Defensive Player of the Week honors
